1 INTRODUCTION

A precinct plan plays a crucial role in setting out the vision of for the
future development, management, and maintenance trajectory of an
area which is mainly the Ngangelizwe Sport Precinct. Most if not all
local municipalities embarked on the development of these plans to
establish planning (master planning in relation to land use),
management and maintenance frameworks to direct development and
land use change in order to achieve political, environmental and socio-
economic objectives of the municipality within a specific area. As such,
the King Sabata Dalindyebo
Land Management Department identified Ngangelizwe as one of the
areas that needs to be rejuvenated from being a socio-economic
stagnant area to an area that uplift the socio-economic status of the
community by redeveloping and upgrading the Ngangelizwe Sport
Precinct.

Ngangelizwe is one of the oldest townships in South Africa and is
populated by the majority of low to middle income groups. The
township comprises countable, recreational, commercial, retail,
educational and public service amenities. The King Sabata Dalindyebo
Municipality has a mandate to ensure support and sustainability of
local economic development plan of the disadvantaged townships
within the municipality. Erf 10625 Umtata is situated amongst
Ngangelizwe Trading Station, belongs to the King Sabata Dalindyebo
Municipality and is zoned Municipal.

1.1 PROBLEM STATEMENT

The problem is that the Ngangelizwe Township has limited amenities
required to service the Township. Ngangelizwe Township is severely
hampered by the lack of commercial activities and the large number of
residents who commute to the CBD on a daily basis bears testimony
to this. The area has approximately 1887 households with a population
density of approximately 11 dwelling units per hectare. The township
